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ñFor such an high priest became 
us [is fitting to us], who is holy, 
harmless, undefiled, separate 
from sinners, and made higher 
than the heavens (Hebrews 7:26). 
 
There is much confusion in Fun-
damentalism today concerning 
what the Word of God teaches 
regarding separation. All would 
agree that Fundamentalists should 
have no dealings with those who 
deny the cardinal doctrines of the 
Scriptures: that is, the plenary ver-
bal inspiration and absolute au-
thority of the Scriptures, the deity 
of Christ, His death on the cross 
in behalf of sinners, His bodily 
resurrection from the dead, and 
His coming again to set up His 
kingdom and rule on this earth for 
a thousand years. We heartily 
agree that separation from apos-
tates, who deny these basic doc-
trines, is the primary aspect of 
Biblical separation; however, sep-
aration as taught in the Scriptures 
is much more than the endorse-
ment of a creed ï it is a spirit, an 
attitude, a sentiment, a mindset 
that insists upon purity in faith 
and practice in all relationships, 
affinities, and alliances. 
 
This accord is one of spirit and 
crosses denominational and sec-
tarian lines. The fear of God plays 
a vital role in Biblical separation, 
as true believers draw back in ter-
ror at the thought of offending a 
Holy God. Those who truly love 
God desire above everything else 
to please Him and desire to avoid 
whatever may be grievous or ob-
jectionable to Him.  With the 

Apostle Paul, we need to ask our-
selves the question, ñFor do I now 
persuade [seek the favor of] men, 
or God? Or do I seek to please 
men? For if I yet pleased men, I 
should [would] not be the servant 
of Christò (Gal. 1:10). 
 
SEPARATION AND PURITY 
IN THE NEW TESTAMENT 

 
ñWherefore come out from among 
them [unbelievers], and be ye sep-
arate, saith the Lord, and touch 
not the unclean thing; and I will 
receive you, and will be a Father 
unto you, and ye shall be my sons 
and daughters, saith the Lord Al-
mighty. Having therefore these 
promises, dearly beloved, let us 
cleanse ourselves from all filthi-
ness of the flesh and spirit, per-
fecting holiness [separation] in 
the fear of God (II Cor. 6:17, 18: 
7:1). 
 
Two things stand out clearly in 
this passage, which contains the 
fullest and clearest teaching on 
separation in the New Testament. 
(1) Separation is tied clearly to 
purity of flesh and spirit. (2) The 
appeal to separation is based on 
our relationship to the Father, do-
ing that which pleases Him and 
makes us acceptable in His eyes. 
Separation is that which keeps us 
pure by the elimination of impure 
influences, from negative stand-
point, and on a positive note 
makes us acceptable to the Father.  
Separation is always from the un-
desirable and unto the desirable: 
from sin and unto God. Both are 
necessary. It is interesting that in 

this passage, as in others, the 
ñfromò comes before the ñunto.ò  
Obviously, the desire to be ac-
ceptable to the Father must be the 
impulse to move us to separation; 
however, the act of separating 
must take place before the Father 
is pleased to receive us and claim 
us as sons and daughters. Obvi-
ously, here Paul is speaking to 
believers. 
 
SEPARATION AND PURITY 
IN THE OLD TESTAMENT 

 
The account of the Nazariteôs sep-
aration unto the Lord is given to 
us in chapter six in Numbers. 
There was first the decision to 
take upon oneôs self the vow of a 
Nazarite and then there was the 
execution of the three vows: (1) 
ñseparate himself from wine and 
strong drinkò v. 3; (2) no razor 
was to come upon his head during 
the days of his vow, v. 5; (3) sepa-
rate himself from contact with any 
dead body, v. 6. The Scripture 
then says in verse 8, ñAll the days 
of his separation he is holy unto 
the Lord.ò The Nazarite vow of 
separation had to do with purity, 
and any violation of that purity (v. 
12) required a sacrifice for his sin 
and the loss of those days that 
went before. The Nazarite vows 
of separation unto the Lord were 
concerned with purity. 
 
Separation in the Scriptures con-
stantly reminds us of our need for 
purity to be properly related to 
God. Christôs sacrifice provides 
the only purity that is acceptable

Proverbs 4:14 -17, òEnter not into the path of the wicked, and go not in the way of evil men. 

Avoid it, pass not by it, turn from it, and pass away. For they sleep not, except they have done 

mischief; and their sleep is taken away, unless they cause some to fall. For they eat the bread 

of wickedness, and drink the wine of violence.ó  
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 This is the careful 

instruction of an impassioned 

father. It is the plea of a father 

who purposefully places 

burdens upon his son which 

will place him in good stead 

for life.  

 When I was a little boy, 

many years ago, my father 

and mother taught me truths 

that I have borne throughout 

my life.  In my early years, 

t h e s e  t r u t h s  s e e m e d 

burdensome and heavy to 

carry. However, when I came 

to know Christ, the burdens 

passed on to me became 

lighter and a joy to bear.  

 This Proverbsõ father is 

careful to load his son with 

that which will hopefully 

become precious to his son. 

These burdens, if carried 

faithfully, will bring light to his 

pathway.  

 So, he begins by warning 

his son about to whom he 

listens. òWho will be your 

instructors, my son? Who will 

command your ear?ó Much of 

his sonõs conclusions will be 

based upon his understanding 

of his own heart. How does he 

view his own heart? Does he 

see it as the Bible sees it? If he 

is humble he will. Does he 

understand that in himself 

dwells no good thing?  Does 

he realize that his heart is 

deceitful and desperately 

wicked? Will a correct view of 

his heart cause him to ask, 

òWhat harm is there if this or 

that path is chosen?ó Will he 

seek to experiment with evil? 

This father is forward thinking 

and deeply concerned for the 

future welfare of his son.  

 It is clear that this 

Proverbsõ father takes a 

Biblical, authoritative position 

that experimentation with 

wickedness and evil is 

lawlessness against God. 

òAvoid the evil path, do not 

even go near the path, son!ó  

The father knows the 

seriousness of the instruction 

for it may be a matter of life or 

death for his son. This father 

knows that the path of the 

wicked, the way of evil men 

will be presented to his son. 

He knows that his son will 

have choices to make and he 

intends to shew his son that 

right choices made early will 

put him in good stead for the 

future. He knows he has but 

limited time to arm his son 

against the wiles of the Devil.  

 òSon, as you go along the 

way of life you will be faced 

with the enticing path of the 

wicked. It will be before you 

and present you with alluring 

sights that are designed to 

entice you to enter its path.ó 

The godly father knows the 

Scriptures which admonish,  

òébut I would have you wise 

unto that which is good, and 

s i m p l e  c o n c e r n i n g 

eviló (Romans 16:19). 

Experimentation with the 

world is not the wise pathway 

for his son.  

 Modern media is so 

successful with youth because 

it caters mainly to the eye 

gate. The heart of man is 

geared toward outward 

appearances. Substance 

matters little to society these 

days. It is all about 

appearances. Sophisticated 

forms of hypocrisy exist 

because of this fascination 

with outward appearances. 

Someone has said that, òWe 

will never again elect a homely 

president for all candidates 

must pass the appearance test 

as they project themselves on 

television and the internet.ó  It 

is no longer the most 

qualified, but the most 

handsome or pretty who will 

represent us. Mankind looks 

on the outward appearance, 

but God looks on the heart. 

The devil is using this 

òoutward appearance 

principleó to fully promote his 

end-time cause. The godly 

father knows this and instructs
