“no-win’’ war, Jack Mohr was the first American wounded and the
tirst to be decorated; receiving the Silver Star for action in the
opening hours ot that action. He was one of the most highly decorated
veterans of that war, with twelve combat decorations and four
commendations.

Japan and as a result of his background with Communism, wrote the
fesson plans and taugnt the first classes given to the Army in the
Military Code of Conduct.

The heady, high-minded,
incontinent, truce breakers of
this  hour: the tottering
thrones; the smouldering fires
of Communism; the bid for
world domination by the forces
oI Anti-Christ, all these things
should fill us with alarm.

It has been said that there
are only three classes of people
in the world today-those who
iare afraid, those who do not
tknow enough to be afraid, and
tthose who know and believe the
{Bible.

Men-benign, but often bad
and bloody-rule in many of the
high .places of the earth and
the cry of slaughtered millions,
(the communists have killed
people) rise to the ears of the
Judge of afl Nations: *‘Doest
thou judge and avenge our
blood on them?'' The cry of
millions, still under unjust
persecution, could well be the
Bibical cry of lsaiah 1:24-*A-
venge me of mine enemies,"”
and, "‘Shall not God avenge
His own elect, which cry unto
Him day and night?’ (Luke
18:7) Surely the day is fast
approaching, when Divine
grace will be impossible, and
Divine Judgment will be
inevitable. For the Word of
God tells us in Psalm 103:9,
“*He (God) will not always
chide (correct), neither will he
keep his anger forever.”

To whom much is given,
from much shall there be
demanded, and today, millions

democracies such as the United
States, England and Canada,
are the great offenders in this,
for decades they have had the
light but they have "hid it
under a bushel."' They have
snuffed out this Divine light
under the bushel of business,
or in the *'bed of idleness."”
Surely this Sodom-like sin will
demand a Sodom-like judg-
ment. “‘This was the pride of
thy sister Sodom,"' Ezekiel
16:49 says, ‘‘pride, fullness of
bread, and abunddnce of
idleness.” Surely this could
have been written of the
United States. Where will it all
end?

Why is there no revival in
America, when we must have
revival to physically survive?

One of the reasons we have
no revival is that evangelism
has become ‘‘commercial.”
Often the tithes and offerings
of widows and orphans are
used to keep a big-reputation-
ed, small-hearted preacher
living in Hollywood style, How
can we entrust a Holy Ghost
revival to a preacher who. is
more interested in a fine home
by the lake, a big car, and a
big bank account...than he is
in seeing precious soul's won
to Christ. Too often the saving
of soul's seems secondary in
modern evangelism.

Often these ‘‘doll like"
preachers are more interested
in their $200 suits, which they
some times change two or
three times a day, than in
reaching sinners, They preach
Jesus of the stable while living
in the most expensive hotel in
town; they wear expensive
clothes to honor him who
dressed like a peasant; they
feast on $7.00 steaks in

walk in darkness b they
have no light. The great

brance of Him who
often fasted in the desert. How

fearful this commercial attitude
has become and how fearful it
wilt be for these preachers on
the Day of Jedgment.

But this commercialism is
not limited to preachers. We
see churches that offer prizes
to get folks to ride on their
busses, each church trying to
outdo the other, until children
jump from one church that
offers the best prize. We often
are more interested in the
large numbets in our churches,
so that we can brag to the
brethren about how our Sunday
School is the largest in the
State. This is fine, if the main
reason for your large numbers
is to see souls saved.

Another reason revival does
not come is because the church
has been CHEAPENED. We
now have church hymns played
to dance tempo; we have the
*‘precious blood of Jesus,” set
to rock and roll music. Just
imagine, the church today has
often syncopated the Holy
Spirit. The church platform has
often become a ‘‘shop win-
dow"” in which we display our
talents and the ‘‘visiting team**
often looks like mannequins on
parade. I was in a fine,
fundamentalist church in Penn-
sylvania, not so long ago.
During the morning waorship
service, a quartet of beautiful
girls from a church school,
sang a special number, No
doubt these were Christian
gitls, but you couldn’t tell it
from their dress and make-up.
In their mini-skirts and heavy
make-up, they looked more like
night club entertainers. It
embarassed me no end, when
they sat down in the front pew,
with their dresses hiked so
high you could see their
underwear...this does not aid

Discipline is an ugly word in
many circles today. Educators
arc afraid of it; parents don’t
want il; teacher groups arc not
inclined to discuss it and yet,
strongly enough the children
love it.

With the decline of all the
other basics of the Word of
God in our country today: The
family unit, the moral law of
God, the authority structure of
society, etc, there has been an
a(cnmpamng decline in disci-
plme. A life without discipline

is like a ship without a rudder
or a horse without a bridle. It
is the fountain of order and
restraint in an individuals life.
It is the most fundamental
principal of education. As a
matter of fact, there can be no
real education without it, as
the words education, training
and discipline have the same
meaning. The scripture de-
clares in Prov. 22:6 ‘‘Train
(cducate, discipline) up a child
in the way he should go: and
when he is old (of age), he will
not depart from it."”

Discipline is the basis for
stability, security, satisfaction,
success, strength, stick-to-it
-tiveness and Service.

Youth or adults who have
learned the principals of
self-discipline which should of
course be the aim of all
imposed discipline, will never
become emotional wrecks. Self

discipline will give real
stability to one’s life. The.
generation of youth we see
coming out of the state schools
of today are characterized by
instability and insecurity. They
aren’'t sure of anything and
have very little if any discipline
upon which to build a life.

Discipline brings a great
deal of satisfaction to one's
life. The satisfaction of doing a
job well and of seeing the
results of a disciplined effort,
whether it be in mathematics,
shop. band or on the athletic
field. The undisciplined never
have the joy of this satisfaction
that comes from a job well
done.

Success is founded upon
discipline. Genius is said to be
‘*10% inspiration and 9%
perspiration.”” I'm not sure of

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The Decay Of Conscience In America

We returned to the U.S. in
early summer for a short
deputation furlough. How
does America look to one who
has been away for sometime?
Over 100 years ago the great
evangelist, Charles Finney.
said, 'l have noticed a gradual
decay of conscience in America
the past 40 years'. 1 would say
that this ‘decay of conscience’
mentioned by Finney has
speeded up in the last few
years to the extent that this
nation is moving like a rocket
in the direction of moral
depravity and ultimate judg-
ment.

In my travels from church to
church 1 recently passed
through Oberlin, Ohio. There
on the Oberlin College campus
was a large stone memorial.
Cut in large letters on each of
the four sides were the
following words, 'The Lord
reigneth’, 'The blood of the

martyrs the seed of the
church’, 'If we died with Him
we shall live with Him’,

‘Neither count 1 my life dear
unto myself'. On the inside of
this memorial were the names
of 16 missionaries--husbands,
wives, and children, cut into
the rock. These 16 were
massacred. in China in 1900.
All the parents were graduates
of Oberlin College. They laid
down their lives for Christ. But
today . the. awful .decay of
conscience in Oberlin College
has produced some of the most
radical, liberal, left-wing men
-and women: in the world,
Chatles Finney ‘was one. of
the first presidents of eberlin
and if he were alive today,he

.would: shutfer:. to -behold. what :

has happened to. this educa-
tional institution. This is only
one. example. . of.. .what . has

; happened to educational. insti- -

tutions all over America. The
“decay of conscience is eviden-

ced by the ridicule of
. puritanism.. decency, - moral
_standards. and fundamental- .

- ism, by a large segment of our
society. It .is evidenced by
many preachers ‘who no longer
demand obedience to the moral

- law of God. Comparatively few
people today understand that
God's . law is - the ONLY

. standard. of morality, and the

. only. possible way: anyone can
have conviction of sin is
through this knowledge. It is
God's holy and spiritual law
that also manifests: His
standards and infinite regard
for righteousness..

. ... The- .decay. of. moral:.con-

- science is evidenced by many
sreachers who fail to teach the
ill important - truth- that TRUE
GOSPEL FAITH PRODUCES A
HOLY LIFE. A Gospel that
does not change a man’s heart
from sin to holiness, from
loving self to loving God and
his fellow man is NOT the
Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Today we have too much
spouting from pulpits about a
good-natured loving God, while
ignoring the important truth
that God is infinitely holy and
righteous. Away with this mitk
and water preaching of a love
of Christ that has no holiness
or moral discrimination! Away
with preaching a love of God
that is not angry with sinners
every day! Away with preach-
ing a Christ that was not
crucified FOR QUR SINS!

The decay of conscience is

evidenced by a profusion of
hippie style preachers and
singers who use the sacred
name of Christ and His
precious blood in blasphemy.
This form of preaching and
singing is producing a genera-
tion of psuedo-Christians who
think they are saved when in
reality “they are living in
rebellion to God. There is a
popular  ‘psuedo-Christianity’
prevalent today that claps and
shakes to religious rock music.
regards the Gospel as an ‘casy
way to heaven’, but averlooks
the fact that true faith-in Christ
is a state of self-denial. loving
self-sacrifice. cross-bearing.
and a crucifixion with Christ.
The popular preaching of our
day is a blasphemous Gospel.
that Christ ‘saves us IN sin,
while the Word of God teaches
that Christ saves us FROM
sin!

The decay of conscience in
America is evidenced by the
mad lust for pleasure, enjoy-
ment, and worldly excitement.
Even many professing funda-
mental  Christians  give evi-
dence by their lives that they
cannot be happy without
participating in some form of
worldly amusement. Is not
Christ able to satisfy our souls?
Must we lust after the flesh
pots of Egypt in order to be
satisfied? Is it not the greatest
privilege of the born again
Christian to walk so closely
with Christ so as to not fecl the

necessity  of worldly excite-

ents,. “sports;” and ~entertain
ments in-prder to make life
complete? A Christian  falls
from his first love when he
turns his back to the Lord and
feels the need or desire to
enjoy. worldly - pastimes and
entertainments!

The decay of conscience in
America is .evidenced by the
dishonesty and corruption by
leaders " in_high places. Why,
only recently the former
attorney-general of the. U.S.
publicly testified without any
apparent shame that he
purposely covered up what he
termed ‘The White House
Horrors' in order to get the
President of the U.S. elected to
a second term! The philosophy
of many of our national leaders
is simply ‘the end justifies the
means'. Lies! Bribes! What-
ever evil you may do is
justified because of the end!
Leaders who ought to be public

by their lives and testimony,
are examples for depravity and
licentiousness.

The decay of conscience is
manifest by the public display
and flaunting of sex every-
where throughout our society.
This is true not only of the
younger generation but the
older as well. Sex stares you in
the face wherever you go,
whether it be the beaches, the
book stores, movie theatres,
T.V.. newspapers, magazines

and down our streets.

SEX EDUCATION OF YOUR CHILDREN?

According to the National Education
Association (1,250,000 public school
teachers are due-paying members), “Par-
ents have abandoned the weighty respon-
sibility of teaching children and youth
about sex and its proper role in human
relationships. The schoo! has emerged as
the agency best equipped to help young
people learn to live comfortably with the
evolving sexual ethic of the adult world...
Probably in the beginning, schools will
get further if they allow the children of
any parents who seriously object to the
program to be excused from it.”

If you have the same respect for
Scriptural authority as | do, then you will
agree that the NEA position is wrong.
Proverbs 22:6 commands PARENTS to
“Train up a child in the way he should
go . . .” This profound Scriptural com-
mand was not directed to the state and
Federal Government or even the church.
It was directed to parents. Your child's
education, including his sex education is
YOUR responsibility.

Sex education in the public schools
over the past few years has created, to say
the least, a national furor. Sex education
made its public debut in Anaheim, Cali-
fornia in 1965. By 1968, it Had been in-
troduced in enough public schools across
the country to create a raging controversy.

The initial wave of sex education in
the public schools was created by Dr.
Mary Calderone, director of Sex Informa-
tion and Education Council of the United
States (SIECUS). She claimed one of her

main sources of opposition came: from

.Bible-believing Christjians. On Octoher-3,
1969, she spoke before 400 teachers ina
symposium at Kansas City, Kansas. The
meeting was conducted jointly by the
Kunsas State Board of Health and-the
University Medical School. She lashed out
against the “‘evangelical and fundamental
Christians™ who stand four square against
sex instruction and predicted there would
soon be a change within the churches that
would tend toward a more lenient and
permissive aititude. She proclaimed these
changes must first take place before there
could be any real advances on the sex
education front. Earlier in her speech,
sire attacked the women who were picket-
ing her lecture, calling them, “Hate mon-
gers who call themselves Christians . . .
they should be cognizant of the fact that
the finest minds in the country support
our views.” She stated on another occa-
sion that “sex is not the perogative of
Christianity.”

Across the country, young Americans
were introduced to a barrage of sex in-
formation for which their young minds
were not ready. One news reporter sum-
marized the situation as follows; “In a
midwest school, the children see a film
that shows the alleged seven places on a

woman’s body where she can be sexually .

stimulated. The children are nine years old.

- In countless schools, mere infunts learn all

the latest contraceptive techniques, while
being told they should not discuss it with
their parents. In other classes, children
model sex organs out of clay and explicit
descriptions of the sexual organs and their
use is given to millions of little children in
hundreds of schools.”

In the words of Governor Ronald
Reagan, “They have taken prayer and
Bible reading out of our schools and have
substituted sex education.” “When a
nation loses its morals,” he said, *‘that
nation is doomed to vanish from the face
of the earth.”

Dr. Melvin Anchell, a distinguished
physician in Los Angeles, said in a special
report to President Nixon, “The notion
that school teachers presiding over co-
education classes can correctly develop a
child’s sexuality is not in accord with
psychological findings. Nor can the
science of the mind defend the idea that -
providing children with knowledge of the
sex, sex organs and reproduction will
enable them to make a satisfactory sexual
adjustment — much less prevent or cure
maladjustments.  Psychological disturb-
ances do not result from a lack of such

-~ knowledge -either -early ‘ot late~in- 11!
“Paradoxically, detailed public schooling

in these matters is prone to produce the
very abnormalities that proponents of
current - sex programs say they wish to
prevent. Most contemporary .youth are
informed about the mechanics of mating
and many have a medical understanding
of gestation and how to deliver a baby.
In my experience as a physician, with not
an ‘inconsiderable. number of young pat-
ients, I find that the overly informed
youth are the ones most. likely to have
sexual problems”

A leader in the sex education move-
ment, Dr, Lester Kirkendall, was quoted
in the June 1968 issue of Readers Digest
as saying, “‘Most people have the vague
hope that it (sex education) will some-
how cure half the world’s ills — reduce
casual sex experience, cut down on illegi-
timate births, eliminate venereal disease.
To be perfectly blunt about it, we have

no way of knowing that sex education
will solve any problems.”

I think it’s about time we brought
Dr. Proverbs in on this important discus-
sion. Proverbs 1:8 clearly establishes tha¢
youngsters are to listen to the counsel of
their parents. It reads: “My son, hear the
instruction of thy father and forsake not
the law of thy mother.” In Proverbs 5:3,
4,5 and 8,9 we have a clear description
of the outcome of promiscuous sexual
activity. It says, “For the lips of a strange
woman drop as an honeycomb, and her
mouth is smoother than oil: But her end
is ‘bitler as wormwood, sharp as a two.
edged sword, Her feet go down to deathy
her steps take hold on Hell . . . Remove
thy way fur from her, and come not nigh
the door of her house: Lest thou give
honour unto others, and thy years unto
the cruel.” Proverbs 31:10, 11, 12 speaks
of the. value of 4 faithful wife, “Who can
find a virtuous woman? For her price is
far above rubies. The heart of her husband
doth salely trust hier, so that he shafl have
no need of spoil. She ‘will do him good
and not evil all the days of her Life,™ And
perhaps the final counsel from Dr. Pro.
verbs should include verse 27 in Chapter
19, “Ceasc, my son, to hear the instruc
tion that causeth to err from the words
of knowledge.”

Weber, has filed- an appeal in
the U.S. Court of Appeals af-
ter a Jocal judge dismissed
her suit against the school dis-
trict of Houston for teaching
“the religious faith of secu-
lar humanism and evolution.”

Mrs. Weber, who runs a
school for homeless girls call-
ed the Solid Rock Refuge,
served as plaintiff-appellant
for Rita Wright, a minor
black girl in her custody, who
sued the district on her own
behalf and on behalf of num-
erous other young people in
the school district.

Oral arguments on the case
were held in New Orleans, La.,
late in May, The case is be-
fore the Appellate Court for
a decision to reverse Judge
Woodrow Fields of Houston,

The case was originally filed
in November, 1970, and af-
ter one and a half years in
the court with Judge Fields
presiding, the Court allowed
the school district two dismis-
sal hearings and finally sim-
ply dismissed the suit with-
out even hearing it on its mer-
its.

Mrs, Weber charges that,
Judge_ Fields “violated the’
federal rules of civil proce-
dure and due process of law
for the plaintff.”

The plaintiffs cite innumer-
able “errors” on the, part of
the trial judge in their appeal.

Among them is the claim
that the court erred in not
taking specific mote of the
many textbooks — in use in
the district — which contain

the faith of evolution in re-
quired courses, One such text,
plaintiffs insist, ridicules in a
mocking manner the persons
who believe the Biblical ac-
count of creation.

In their appeal, the plain-
tiffs show not only how the
“religious” faith of evolution-
ism aids in the propagation of
atheism, but that it also aids
in proselyting for such re-
ligions as theosophy and upi-
tarian  universalism, since
both these religions rely on
evolution as their philosophi-
cal underpinning.

Therefore, the  public
schools, by teaching evolution,
are actually aiding and abet-
ting in a direct frontal attack
on Christian concepts, which

plaintiffs allege. “We will win
if we can ever come to trial,”
Mrs. Weber said, adding that

Plunder stops only when i

becomes more painful and
dangerous than labor. This is
where perversion of law steps
in. Does law protect praperty
and punish plunder or is it the
other way around?

Without re-writing Bastiat's
book, 1 must mention one other
important topic-FREE PUBLIC
EDUCATION. Plunder is divid-
ed into two categories, legal
and illegal. Legal plunder has
many names and some of these
methods of legal stealing are
listed: tariffs, protection, bene-
fits, subsidies, encourage-
ments, progessive taxation,
PUBLIC SCHOOLS, 1 guaran-
teed jobs, guaranteed profits,
minimun wages, a right to
relief, free credit, etc. These
plans, according to the author,
constitute “socialism. Did you
know that socialism is pract-
ically impossible without public
schools?

In regard to law and
education only two alternatives
are gwen.

this book, 1 must say that any
teacher who is- in  Christian
Education regardiess of age or
subject taught should be
familiar with Bastiat’s seventy
five pages of wisdom,

Bastiat begins by stating
that man  is individuality,
liberty and property. Law was
made - to protect theése three
gifts from God. We have a
natural * right from’' God to
defend (even by force) our
person, liberty, and property.
Law has been perverted by
stupid greed and false philan-
thropy thus converting plunder
into a right in order to protect
plunder. .

The  fatal tendency of
marnkind to live and prosper at
the expense of others is simply
a result of man’s nature,
Bastiat makes it clearly visible
that man can either work or
steal to supply his needs. Since
man’s nature is to do wrong he
concludes: that- man will resort
to plunder (stealing) whenever
plunder is easier than work.
